Persons so detailed on duty should, as
soon as possible be granted lieu on a subsequent working days to compensate for working on holidays.

Permission to avail oneself of the Restricted Holidays should be applied for, in writing in advance & wilt

normally be granied by the superior officer competent to grant Caspal Leave except when the presence of an

individual employee is considered necessary in the exigencies of Govi. work. A record will be maintained in
respect of person availing themselves of Restricted Holidays.
