AERIAL PHOTOGRAPHY IN INDIA

Brief Hisotry :- The first recorded aerial photography in India was flown in 1927
on a scale 4":1M. Since then, over the years, nearly the entire country has been
aerially photographed on various scales. Of late developments in the disciplines
of Photogrammetry and specially of photo-interpretation in the country, has given
an impetus to increased requirements for aerial photography, and this has
consequently led to the need for quality control necessitating use of special
materials and processes.

Today, in addition to the Panchromatic (Black & White) photography, Infra-
red (Black & White), Colour, False Colour and Multi-spectral photography, taken
with modern cameras, are also available. Further diversification is envisaged over
the coming years. Survey of India- the National Surveying and Mapping
Organisation, controls and co-ordinates all work related to aerial photography in
the country.

Maps of the RESTRICTED Zone

Some maps other than OSMs on scales larger than 1:50,000 of certain
areas, published by the Survey of India are classed as RESTRICTED. The limit
of such areas has been shown by thick line on the index maps*. However, the
OSMs falling in restricted area are un-restricted and available without contours
and heights. Restricted maps are issued to Govt. Offices. Educational and Sci-
entific Institution and semi-Govt. organisations including public undertaking for
bonafide purpose. Application for such maps must, however, be made on form
0.57 (a) obtainable from any of the Survey of India, Map Sales Offices.

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SURVEY OF INDIA

1. The Survey of India is the national survey and mapping organization
of our country, under the Ministry of Science and Technology, and is
the oldest scientific department of the Government of India. It was set
up in 1767.

2. lts officers and staff have to pioneer untrodden lands for others to
follow and build upon. They have to go to the deepest forests, deserts
and swamps, to the remotest corners of the land, to the lowest coastal
belts and the highest snowy mountains. In fact they are the first to
reach virgin and uninhabited areas. There they ceaselessly, faithfully
and unobtrusively toil to produce the maps so essential for development,
defence and administration. In the process they get familiar with each
and every corner of the country and its deep interiors and mingle with
the soil and the dust and the people of India. They truly live upto their
motto "A SETU HIMACHALAM", which means "from Cape Comorin
to the Himalayas".

WHAT IT DOES

3. The Survey of India acts as adviser to the Government of India on
all survey matters, viz geodesy, photogrammetry, mapping and map
reproduction. However, the main duties and responsibilities of the
Survey of India are enumerated below :-

(a) All geodetic control (horizontal and vertical) and geodetic surveys
(including tide predictions for 40 ports in Indian Ocean, Arabian
Sea and Bay of Bengal, in the region from Suez to Singapore) and
allied geophysical surveys.

(b) All topographical control, surveys and mapping within India.

(c) Mapping and production of geographical maps and aeronautical
charts.

(d) Surveys for development projects.

(e) Survey of forests, cantonments, large scale city surveys, guide
maps, etc.

(f) Survey and mapping of special maps e.g., riverain areas and
geographical explorations authorised by the Government of India.

(g) Spellings of geographical names.

(h) Demarcation of the external boundaries of the Republic of India,
their depiction on maps published in the country and also advice
on the demarcation of interstate boundaries.

(i) Training of officers and staff required for the department, trainees
from Central Government Departments and States and trainees
from foreign countries as are sponsored by the Government of
India.

(j) Research and Development in cartography, printing, geodesy
photogrammetry, topographical surveys and indigenisation.

(k) Co-ordination and control in providing aerial photographic cover
over the whole of the country.

4. In addition to the above responsibilities, the Survey of India renders
advice and information on all kinds of surveys and cartographic
matters practically to all the Ministries and Departments of the
Government of India as well as other organisations requiring their
services.
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VISION

Survey of India takes a leadership role in providing customer

focused, cost effective and timely geospatial data, information and
intelligence for meeting the needs or security, sustainable national
development and new information markets.
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NATIONAL MAP POLICY-2005

The Central Govt. announced the National Map Policy on 19th

May 2005. The NMP document authorizes Survey of India to issue
detailed guidelines on the implementation of the NMP. To ensure
that in the furtherance of this policy, National Security objectives
are fully safeguarded, it has been decided that there will be two
Series of Maps.

(i) Defence Series Maps (DSMs) :-

These will be the
Topographical maps (on Everest/WGS-84 Datum and Polyconic/
LCC Projection) on various scales (with hights contours and full
content without dilution of accuracy). These maps will be mainly
cater for defence and national security requirements and the
guidelines regarding their use will be formulated by the Ministry
of Defence.

(ii) Open Series Maps (OSMs) :- OSMs will be brought out primarily

for supporting development activities in the country. OSMs shall
bear different map sheet numbers and will be available in UTM
projection on WGS-84 Datum. These maps will be un-restricted.
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
