highest standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of Bank-financed
contracts.'? In pursuance of this policy, the Bank:

In
case of failure of the two arbitrators appointed by the parties to reach upon a
consensus within a period of 30 days from the appointment of the arbitrator
appointed subsequently, the Presiding Arbitrator shall be appointed by the
President of the Institution of Engineers (India) or any other person
nominated by him whose decision will be final binding.

(c) If one of the parties fails to appoint its arbitrator in pursuance of sub-
clause (a) and (b) above, within 30 days after receipt of the notice of
the appointment of its arbitrator by the other party, then the President
of the Institution of Engineers (India) or any other person nominated
by him in both in cases of the Foreign supplier as well as Indian
supplier, shall appoint the arbitrator. A certified copy of such order
making such an appointment shall be furnished to each of the parties.

(d) Arbitration proceedings shall be held at DELHI, India, and the language
of the arbitration proceedings and that of all documents and
communications between the parties shall be English.
